One focal point is the Land Use chapter, which includes a map showing preferred areas for residential, commercial, and industrial development, along with agricultural and natural areas.

The Sauk Prairie Intergovernmental Planning Committee is nearing completion of a Comprehensive Plan update. The Committee has developed and reviewed 44 potential initiatives that the municipalities may undertake over the next 5 to 10 years—sometimes on their own, sometimes together, and usually in collaboration with others in the community.
