Sauk Prairie Comprehensive Plan has as a “top” priority initiative to advance childcare deveiopment. Within
that initiative, participating municipalities indicate they would “work with existing community-based
organization(s) to open a new childcare program(s)” and have found this with the Sauk Prairie School District
The Plan designates the site for “Public Open Space” use, but specifically indicates that public buildings will be
allowed in such areas. Under its CON Conservancy zoning district designations, public institutional buildings
are allowed by conditional use permit

2. Will the proposed conditional use in this location, result in a substantial or undue adverse impact on
nearby property, the character of the neighborhood, the natural environment, traffic, parking, public
improvements, public property or rights-of-way, or other matters affecting the public health, safety,
or general welfare, either as they now exist or as they may in the future be developed? Explain how,
or why not.

No. This site is accessible to the entire Sauk Prairie community and has long been identified for a “community
building” in approved plans for Culver Community Park. School District administrative offices are also nearby
At the same time, the specific location of the preschool and its parking lot is several hundred feet from the
nearest residence, and being near the southern end of the Park will emphasize Sauk Prairie Road as the
primary access route. Shared parking and recreational facilities at Culver Community Park, usually with
different peak hours, also make this an appropriate location for a preschool

3. Will the proposed conditional use maintain the desired consistency of land uses, land use intensities,
and land use impacts as related to the environs of the subject property? How?

Yes. The building and site are being designed to integrate into the existing and planned fabric of Culver
Community Park. For example, the proposed building will be compatible with the existing northern community
{Prairie Landing) building in height, mass, materials, colors, and directional expression—without attempting to
copy that building

3. Is the proposed conditional use located in an area that will be adequately served by, and will not
impose an undue burden on, any of the improvements, facilities, utilities or services provided by
public agencies serving the subject property? Explain how this has been evaluated.

Road, utility. and stormwater management systems have been designed to accommodate a community building
in the southern portion of Culver Community Park. Also, through an amendment to its TID #5, the Village has a
plan to improve a significant portion of Sauk Prairie Road, including with wide sidewalk on its north side and
intersection improvements. DOT has plans for improved traffic control at Sauk Prairie Road and Highway 12 in
2029

5. What are the public benefits of this proposal? Do the potential public benefits of the proposed
conditional use outweigh potential adverse impacts of the proposed conditional use?

Project will address a significant shortage of childcare spaces as documented in the Comprehensive Plan and a
2022 study funded by a State of Wisconsin DreamUp Grant. That study confirmed that the community is in
“childcare desert” status, The most critical need was infant and toddler care and options for low-income families
