Re: Phase 2 Amendments to Personal Storage Facility along US Highway 12

Recommendation: | recommend that the ET Committee approve the amended site and building
plans associated with Phase 2 of the personal storage facility at 9817 US Highway 12, subject to
the following conditions:

1. All requirements of the variance and conditional use permit granted on December 5, 2022
shall continue to apply.

2. Remaining site development shall be in accordance with the following submitted plans,
except for further changes required to meet condition #3 below:
a. Building elevation plans dated 10/13/25.
b. Site, fire lane, grading and erosion control, utility, lighting, security camera, and
landscape plans and details, dated 12/1/25.

3. Prior to issuance of the first building permit in project phase 2:

a. The applicant verify that the Fire Department has Knox box access and shall provide a
copy of the current lease agreement, verifying that it meets the associated condition of
the December 2022 conditional use permit approval.

b. Building elevations shall be amended to provide 4-sided elevations for Buildings 4, 5, 8,
9, 10, and 12 (i.e., phase 2 buildings), with all dimensions, materials, and colors labeled.

c. Landscape plan shall be amended to shift the oak row ~30 feet east so no such tree is at
a driveway end, and to add a cluster of 3 mid-level shrubs in the Highway 12 yard.

d. A catalog page or cut sheet shall be provided for the exterior wall lights.

4. Allindicated paving and landscaping, including replacement of dead/dying plantings, shall
either be completed before Phase 2 building occupancy, or if not possible due to weather
conditions, no later than June 30, 2026. In such event, the Zoning Administrator may
require a performance guarantee related to the value of such improvements.

Requested Approvals: Amended site/building plans, which may be granted by ET Committee.

Site Area/Location: A 6.1-acre lot at 9817 US Highway 12, west of Highway 12 between
Highway PF and Sauk Prairie Road. The personal storage facility lot uses portions of adjoining
lots for stormwater management and access via easement agreements. Approved and
constructed paved access is from a shared-use driveway to Highway 12 north of this site.

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Approval History: On September 2020, the ET Committee initially granted a conditional use
permit for an 11-building personal storage facility here. Then, in March 2021, the Board of
Extraterritorial Zoning Appeals approved a variance to allow a building floor area ratio (floor
area/lot area) of up to 0.38. In May 2022, the ET Committee approved a CSM creating this lot,
which was recorded along with associated easements in summer 2022.

Because construction did not commence in required timeframes, the applicant applied for and
obtained a new conditional use permit and variance in December 2022. The ET Committee at
its December 2022 meeting also approved detailed site and building plans for the project.
Those conditional approvals are documented in the attached December 9, 2022 letter. The
conditional use permit approval required completion of project phase 1 by the end of 2024, and
project phase 2 by the end of 2027.

By late summer 2023, site plan approval conditions were satisfied with staff approval of revised
plans. Construction then commenced on the first/north phase of six buildings, plus access
driveways, grading, stormwater management facilities, fencing, and landscaping intended to
serve both phases. These were completed before the end of 2024, along with graveling of the
proposed phase 2 building and driveway area.

Proposed Changes: The owner intends to construct the second phase starting in Spring 2026.
Based on market response to Phase 1, the second phase would no longer include a climate-
controlled building and would add one more storage building (from 5 to 6), but those 6
buildings would have a total of 50,220 sq ft, compared to 54,000 sq ft in the larger 5 former
second phase buildings. Minor grading and landscape plan changes are also proposed.

FINAL 2023 SITE AND LANDSCAPE PLAN
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Analysis Summary:

1.

The previously approved project had a floor area ratio of 0.38. The updated floor ratio
is 0.36. The new plans also pull the proposed paved area further from the south lot line,
but add another building near the southwest corner of the lot. The net effect of these
changes is slightly lower building floor area and impervious surface area.

The Village Engineer has reviewed the amended site, grading, and stormwater
management plans, and the latest plan set addresses all of his comments.

The landscape plan is “short” at least 30 points from ordinance requirements. Further,
previously approved landscaped foundation areas east of the eastern buildings have
been removed (they were not installed next to phase 1 buildings). There was also some
notion in 2022 plans that the north-facing wall of Building #6 (NE building) and the
south-facing wall of Building #10 (SE building) would have brick between the overhead
doors, which is now no longer suggested. These changes drove the addition of a row of
oaks to the south edge of the lot. Sources have different opinions on the salt tolerance
of this species, so they should at least be shifted so that none are planted in plowed
snow areas. | also advise modest additional landscaping in the Highway 12 yard area.
Finally, | understand that several of the previously-planted trees are dead or dying, and
should therefore be replaced in 2026.

There is confusion between the submitted site plan set and the submitted building
elevation plans. The site plan set suggests that phase 2 will include buildings 4, 5, 8, 9,
10, and 12. The submitted building elevations have plans for buildings numbered 4, 8, 9,
and 11. This should be clarified and corrected, with complete elevations provided
before any phase 2 building permit is issued.

Revised plans were provided to the Sauk City Fire Chief, with no comments by time of
writing. The Chief did have comments in 2020-2022, which led to provision of fire truck
drive aisles, security camera plans, and fire safety related provisions in required lease
agreements. The plans continue to show fire truck drive aisles and security cameras in
the same places as in the approved 2022 plans. The applicant should submit a copy of
the current or proposed lease agreement so we can verify that it meets all associated
requirements of the 2022 conditional use permit, and verify that the Fire Department
has a Knox box key for the gate.

I am having difficulty locating a catalog page for the proposed wall light fixture (Cree C-
WP-B-RDC-3L-40K-DB). Before any (more) of this fixture is installed on buildings, |
request a copy of such a catalog page to verify that Village “dark sky” lighting
requirements are met. In sum, those requirements specify that in no instance shall an
exterior lighting fixture be oriented so that the lighting element (or a clear shield)
directs light skyward; no lighting may be directed above the horizontal.

Sac Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee approved a conditional use permit and a site plan for
a Personal Storage Facility on the above described parcel.

The conditional use permit approval is subject to the conditional use operating in accordance
with the following:

e. Restricting storage units to no other any other function aside from storage,
including but not limited to any retail, wholesale, workshop, hobby shop,
manufacturing, residential, lodging, or service use.

4. Per Section 10-1-1304(1)(2) of the zoning ordinance, but as may be later modified by the
