along with empty container storage behind the building. There is no intent to conduct waste
storage, transfer, or disposal activities at the subject property. Proposed site improvements
include pavement resurfacing, parking lot restriping/wheel stops, gates at all three driveways,
widening of the western driveway, screened dumpster, and enhanced perimeter landscaping
and fencing intended to screen the paved area from non-industrial properties and public streets.

Current and Proposed Zoning: M-L Limited Industrial. Within the M-L district, “waste
management facilities” require a CUP and have specific standards, including the following:
e All outdoor storage and service yards shall be completely screened from view from all
public streets and non-industrial properties.
e No activity or storage areas in minimum principal building setback areas.
e Operations shall not involve the on-site holding, storage or disposal of hazardous
materials, nor create a fire hazard as determined by the Fire Chief or designee.
e Public roads and properties serving all such uses shall be kept free of mud, debris, dust,
and recyclable, trash, and other materials, via sweeping, daily collection, or other means.
e No recyclable materials, trash, or other materials shall be allowed to migrate onto any
property that has not been granted a conditional use permit for the facility.
e Access points shall be secured when the facility is not in operation.
e Trucking activity may be limited to a maximum number of trips per day, types of
vehicles, and/or routes, as indicated in the approved operational plan.
e Operational plan required from owner/operator, indicating a number of required
components listed in the ordinance.

Comprehensive Plan’s Future Land Use Designation: “Industrial.” Planned “Industrial” areas
are intended for “manufacturing, warehousing, distribution, office, storage, utility and other
compatible businesses and support (e.g., day care, health club, bank, lodging) uses, sometimes
with outdoor storage areas”, and subject to the following policies:
e Assure high quality building, site, landscape, lighting, signage, and other aspects of
project design, including associated building and site design zoning standards.
e Require performance standards to avoid placing excessive demand on municipal utilities
and roads, or creating environmental hazards or unwanted neighborhood impacts.
e Encourage the redevelopment or intensification of older industrial, storage, and
contractor uses and buildings in the Village’s industrial parks.

The Comprehensive Plan advises lands to the west, east, and north of the subject property for
future “Industrial” use as well, but identifies lands to the south for future “Business Park” use.
This is suggestive of land uses tilting to lower-intensity, exclusively indoor industrial, office, and
supportive commercial uses (e.g., bank) to the south.

Surrounding Zoning and Land Use: Nearby parcels are generally also zoned M-L, except that
the Public Works parcel to the northwest is zoned I-1 Institutional and lots to the south (still
generally in the Town) are zoned A-T Agricultural Transition. Nearby parcels to the west, east,
and south are generally occupied by vehicle repair shops, manufacturers, and contractors,
while the lots to the immediate south are currently vacant and densely wooded, leading to a
handful of residential parcels along Prairie Street. See map on first page of this memo.

Recommendation on Conditional Use Permit: Pending comments at the public hearing, |
recommend that the Commission approve a conditional use permit to enable a “Waste
Management Facility” use on the 2.33-acre site addressed at 1625 North Street, subject to the
following conditions:

1. Site development and adjustments shall be in accordance with a site plan approved by
the Plan Commission, and all conditions of approval.

2. Site operations shall at all times be in accordance with the Village-approved operations
plan. Prior to commencing operations on the site, the applicant shall revise the
December 18, 2025 operations plan/letter and resubmit it for Zoning Administrator
approval, including the following changes:

a. Revise sentence near the center of the second paragraph on page 1 as follows:
“Operation hours are generaly between 5:30 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., Monday
through Friday (plus Saturdays after a holiday week), with flexibility to extend to
9 p.m. en-an-as-needed-basis no greater than 20 times per calendar year except
when expanded by the Director or Public Works or designee based on
documented weather, equipment, and/or volume issues.”

b. Revise sentence near end of first paragraph on page 2 as follows: “Outdoor
storage will be limited to empty, closed management vehicles, empty containers,
and dumpsters for waste produced on-site, and only in areas so designated on
the attached site plan map.”

c. Add “*” to definition of “container” and bring it forward to bottom of page 2.

d. Attach the final “Existing Conditions & Site Plan” map to the final letter.

e. Update date.

3. The conditional use permit is for those activities described in the final operations
plan/letter. Any change or expansion may first require a new or amended conditional
use permit, but in any case shall first be reviewed by the Village’s Zoning Administrator
for compliance against this conditional use permit and zoning ordinance requirements.

Recommendation on Site Plan Submittal: Pending Commission approval of the conditional use
permit, | recommend that the Commission also approve the site plan submittal for the subject
property, subject to the following conditions:

1. The subject property shall be developed in accordance with the site and landscape plans
with a resubmitted date of 12/15/25.

2. Allindicated paving, striping, and landscaping shall either be completed before
commencement of operations, or if not possible due to weather conditions, no later
September 30, 2026. In such event, the Zoning Administrator may require a
performance guarantee related to the value of such improvements.

3. Outdoor storage shall be limited to empty, operational waste management vehicles,
empty waste containers, and dumpsters for on-site generated waste and recyclables,
and only in areas so designated on the approved site plan (Sheet C1.0).

See the following pages for an updated analysis against applicable zoning ordinance
requirements for CUPs. No separate analysis against site planning standards is included, due
to only modest differences between current and proposed site conditions.

Impacts should be managed by adhering to the limited
scope of this facility (i.e., no on-site waste), the
revised operational plan (with suggested final
enhancements), and proposed site, landscape, and
fencing improvements in revised engineering plan set.
See those plus the December 15t letter from Kimley-
Horn for changes since the Commission’s last meeting.
Onsite, overnight waste collection truck storage and
movement of trucks to and from the property to
routes seem to be the greatest off-site impacts. The
most common route for proposed trucks is likely
North Street to 17th Streets to/from Highway PF. The
revised operations plan now includes additional detail
on trucking storage and activity.

The applicant’s revised materials provide greater and
more consistent detail on the extent and limits on
outdoor storage, limited to empty waste management
trucks, empty containers (in area south of building
only), and dumpster for on-site waste generation.
Village Engineer and Fire Chief concerns are reflected
in revised plans.

Revised plans propose to widen the western driveway
for two-way use, but remove an even greater hard-
surfaced area in vicinity for a net decrease.

A spill prevention and control plan, particularly
associated with waste management vehicles kept on
site, has been added in the revised operations plan.
Noteworthy is that on-site vehicle maintenance is not
envisioned, with such activities and the vehicles
requiring maintenance seeming the most likely
candidate for any spills.

They
are defined as “an area of dense vegetation intended
to slow runoff and trap sediment.” The existing site
has a sheet flow of stormwater that tends to run south
and east. The alternative of attempting to intercept
parking lot flow and concentrate it could potentially
lead to negative impacts to the adjacent properties.
Additionally, there are no existing stormwater
facilities in the area to connect to without extending
the limits of the project across neighboring properties.

We are in response of your review comments dated 11/26/2025 and 12/2/2025 for the proposed Republic
Services facility located at 1625 North Street in Prairie Du Sac, WI. Below is a summary of the actions taken in
response to these comments.

11/26/2025 Recommendation on Conditional Use Permit

1. Site development and adjustments shall be in accordance with a site plan approved by the Plan
Commission, and all conditions of approval.

Response: Comment noted

2. Site operations shall at all times be in accordance with the Village-approved operations plan. Prior
to commencing operations on the site, the applicant shall revise the October 31, 3025 operations
plan and resubmit it for Zoning Administrator approval, including the following additions to meet
ordinance requirements:

a. Indicate the proposed date or month which operations are expected to begin.
Response: Operational Narrative revised to include expected construction and operations timeline.

b. Indicate how operations on this site are expected to relate to operations at the waste transfer
facility at 875 17th Street.

Response: Operational Narrative revised to include details on relationship between facilities.

c. Add that operations will not involve the on-site holding, storage, or disposal of hazardous
materials.

Response: Operational Narrative revised to clarify operations will not involve on-site holding,
storage, or disposal of hazardous materials

d. Specify that the gates at the driveway entrances will be closed and secured when the facility is
not in operation, with Knox Box access provided to the Fire Department.

Response: Operational Narrative revised to specify that gates at driveway entrances will be closed

and emergency access is provided to the Fire Department via Knox Box when the facility is not in
operation.

e. Provide greater detail on the routes waste management trucks leaving and returning to the
facility are likely to take, and the likely number of such trucks.

Response: Operational Narrative revised to include details on number of operating trucks and truck
routes.

f.  Specify that public roads will be kept free of mud, debris, dust, and recyclable, trash, and other
materials, via sweeping, daily collection, or other means, and that no recyclable materials,
trash, or other materials shall be allowed to migrate onto any other property.

Response: Operational Narrative revised to specify public roads and nearby properties will be kept
free of trash and other debris via daily collection of trash and debris on site.

g. Indicate measures that will be used to prevent and control spills, particularly from trucks that
are in active duty and those undergoing repairs/maintenance.

Response: Operational Narrative revised to specify that all vehicles have enclosed bodies to
prevent spills and are equipped with spill kits for containment and cleanup.

h. Identify measures that will be implemented to ensure that no odor from the site or equipment,
containers, and parts will be created for periods exceeding a total of 15 minutes per day which
are detectable at property boundary.

Response: Operational Narrative revised to specify that no contaminants or full dumpsters will be
kept or brought to this property, and standard cleaning procedures will be followed to ensure
minimal odor is detectable at the property boundary for longer than 15 minutes on any day.

i.  Include a list of applicable state, federal, and county permits and licenses required and the
status for securing these.

Response: Operational narrative revised to specify that Republic Services is not currently aware of
any applicable state, federal, or county permits for hauling sites, and that this facility is not subject
to waste-collection permitting.

J. Update date on operational plan.

Response: Revision date added to Operational Narrative.

11/26/2025 Recommendation on Site Plan Submittal

1. The subject property shall be developed in accordance with the site and landscape plans dated
10/10/25, except where changes to these plans are required to meet the conditions that follow.

Response: Comment noted.

2. Prior to any site disturbance, the applicant shall revise submitted plans and resubmit them for
Zoning Administrator approval to incorporate the following changes:

a. Either increase the west driveway width to 24 feet or sign that driveway as “Do Not Enter”
from North Street.

Response: Plans have been revised to propose expending west driveway width to 24-feet.
b. Specify that Knox Boxes with Fire Department access would be provided on gates.

Response: Plans have been revised to specify Knox Boxes with Fire Department access will be
provided on driveway access gates.

c. Provide ADA parking signage and remove wheel stops from ADA stalls.

Response: Plans have been revised to include ADA parking signage and wheel stops have been
removed from the ADA stalls.

d. Add a single loop or similar for 2 bike parking spaces.
Response: Plans have been revised to include a single loop bike rack at the front of the facility.

e. Substitute a 6-foot tall opaque fence (not chain link with vinyl slats or mesh) for the
landscaping currently proposed along the south property line.

Response: Landscape Plans have been revised to substitute requested fence for the previously
proposed landscaping.

f.  For areas along North Street where pine trees are already present, instead of eastern red
cedar trees, substitute shrubs that provide mid-level screening, will not interfere with
adjacent power lines, and are shade tolerant.

Response: Landscape Plans have been revised to substitute shrubs for the previously proposed
eastern red cedar trees

g. Add a visual clearance triangle at the northwest corner of the property, extending 20 feet
in both directions from the property line intersection. Remove all proposed landscape
plantings in that triangle.

Response: Landscape Plans have been revised to include a visual clearance triangle.
h. Include a revision date.
Response: Revision date added to plans.

3. Allindicated paving, striping, and landscaping shall either be completed before commencement of
operations, or if not possible due to weather conditions, no later than 6 months of commencement.
In such event, the Zoning Administrator may require a performance guarantee related to the value
of such improvements.

Response: Comment noted.

4. Any outdoor storage of dumpsters, vehicles requiring repair, parts, or other equipment aside from
trucks in active use shall occur only in the hard-surfaced space directly south of the building.
Active-use vehicle storage shall be in “truck storage and parking areas” indicated on the approved
site plan (Sheet C1.0).

Response: Comment noted.

We write to inform you of our intended use of the BFI Waste Services, LLC (the legal
Tenant, a subsidiary of Republic Services, Inc.) facility located at 1625 North Street.

This property will serve as the central dispatch site for drivers and will include parking
for employee and collection vehicles, limited equipment storage, and empty container*
storage. These empty containers will not be used to store trash or other contaminants
while at the 1625 North Street facility. BFI Waste Services, LLC intends to use one
standard commercial dumpster for commercial trash disposal, as permitted by the Village
under the Conditional Use Permit. The site will also support business administration
functions, including general leadership activities, human resources, finance, operations
management, and sales. Operation hours are generally between 5:30 a.m. and 5:00 p.m.,
with flexibility to extend to 9 p.m. on an as-needed basis. When the facility is not in
operation, driveway entrance gates will be closed, with emergency access provided to the
Fire Department via Knox Box. There will be no suspended waste or disposal activities at
the property, and operations will not involve the on-site holding, storage, or disposal of
hazardous materials.

The operations of the nearby facility at 875 17th Street will be primarily isolated. The
875 facility will handle maintenance and post-collection transfer, after which trucks will
return to 1625 North Street for parking. The 1625 North Street facility is expected to
operate 15 trucks at the beginning of operation, with plans to grow to 30 trucks. To
accommodate safe ingress and egress of trucks at 1625 North Street, BFI Waste Services,
LLC proposes widening the western driveway to 24 feet. Trucks are expected to exit
westbound on North Street, then proceed south on 17th Street to access main byways for
primary routes.

Public roads will be kept free of mud, debris, dust, and recyclable or trash materials
through daily collection, and no materials will be allowed to migrate onto adjacent
properties. In the event of a hydraulic spill, each truck is equipped with an individual spill
kit for containment and cleanup. Vehicles in need of maintenance will not be kept at the
1625 North Street facility, and maintenance will be performed at the 875 17" street
facility. To prevent odors, no trash will be kept or brought to this property (with the
exception of the one permitted commercial dumpster), and standard cleaning procedures
will be followed to ensure minimal odor is detectable at the property boundary for longer
than 15 minutes on any day. Outdoor storage will be limited to empty, closed waste
management vehicles. All vehicles used for collection are equipped with fully enclosed
bodies.

BFI Waste Services, LLC intends to begin limited use of the facility on January 31, 2026.
Exterior construction is expected to begin on February 1, 2026, and completed by
September 1, 2026. BFI Waste Services, LLC is not currently aware of applicable state,
federal, and county permits for hauling sites.
